We are at the point in the 
school year when we are set-
tling into our routine.  I would 
like to  take an opportunity to 
welcome all of our new fami-
lies to the Winslow Township 
School District. 
 
Now is a time when parents 
should, once again, review the 
expectations of the Student 
Code of Conduct, which can 
be found in the student/parent 
handbooks.  Parents should 
review and discuss particu-
larly those matters related to 
harassment, intimidation and 
bullying, zero tolerance and 
issues related to dress and 

grooming.  In order for us to 
be successful in maintaining 
an atmosphere conducive to 
learning, it is imperative that 
parents work with us to sup-
port the expectations for ap-
propriate student behavior. 
 
An important procedural mat-
ter relates to the dismissal of 
all students.  In light of a re-
cent court decision, it is im-
portant that every student 
have a specific dismissal plan.  
This plan, which is age-
related, must specify how the 
student is to be dismissed into 
the care of an adult after 
school.  The principals, at 

each grade level, have estab-
lished dismissal procedures for 
students who are bussed or 
walk home or are picked up by 
a parent, guardian or other des-
ignated person.  The safety of 
all of our children is paramount, 
and we urge parent cooperation. 
 
As we proceed through the 
school year, I encourage you to 
maintain contact with your 
child’s teachers, principal and 
other staff members.  Working 
together, we can make a differ-
ence.

National Merit Scholar status is proba-
bly the most sought after recognition to be earned by competitive high school scholars.  This is 
the first time that a Winslow High School student has received this honor.

Counselor’s Corner 
Many efforts have been made in all buildings to ensure that your child has made a positive start to the school year and is at the start 
to a journey that will optimize his/her academic, personal/social, and career/vocational success.   Parents of students in the PK-2 
buildings were sent a flyer that asked you to “Please tell us about your child”.  We asked all parents of our district’s youngest 
children to tell us whatever you want us to know to better serve your child this year.  If you have not done so already, please take a 
few minutes to write your child’s teacher a note about your child.   
 
Similar efforts to ease your child’s transition have been made by counseling and teaching staff at the upper elementary and middle 
schools through classroom presentations and outreach to parents.  Starting something new with undefined expectations can generate 
all kinds of responses from a mild case of “nerves” to sleeplessness to acting out to a reluctance to go to school.  Please help us to 
help your child by communicating with us through a written note or telephone contact.  We need to know if your child is ex-
periencing a prolonged change in behavior that began with the start of his new school year so that we can help. 
 
At the high school, a directed effort at providing students with a successful transition to their high school experience began 
last year when the Class of 2011 was finishing middle school.  At that time, high school seniors went to the middle school and 
provided classroom question and answer sessions, as well as a large group presentation, on the topic, “What I know now that I 
wish I knew then”.  They provided the members of the Class of 2011 with tips for high school success that they had learned 
through their own (sometimes difficult) life experience. In partnership with building administration and teaching staff, the high 
school counseling team has created a focus for the Class of 2011 that includes (but is not limited to): 
 
· a summer camp experience for incoming freshmen, funded through our school-based grant 
· a change in course sequences to provide a strong foundation and readiness for academic success, 
· workshop experiences for teaching staff in social emotional learning to highlight the importance of the teacher-student relation-

ship,  
· support through Eagle’s Landing’s Project Challenge (a mentoring program for freshmen),  
· assignment of a social worker exclusively for grade nine to provide support and intervention,  
· classroom presentations providing direction for success for every student in grade nine 
· assignment of a school (guidance) counselor to every student in grade nine  
· ACT Online Prep account for every student in grade nine 
· COIN (career inventory program) account for every student in grade nine 
· planned assemblies on motivational and informational topics to help all students in grade nine define their own goals for suc-
